
 

 

The World Bank Institute (WBI) and the African Institute 
for Capacity Development (AICAD) are pleased to 
announce the regional Training of Trainer event for the 
year 2012.  The subject of the training will be on 
“Sustainable Land-Water Management: Towards a 
Climate-Smart Agriculture” to be held during February 
24-28, 2012 in Nairobi, Kenya.  
 

Objectives 

The course aims to enhance participants’ knowledge 
and skills on concepts and practices of climate-smart 
agriculture (CSA), and how-to achieve it through 
sustainable land-water management, with updates from 
Durban COP17 where agriculture became part of 
climate negotiation agenda. 

   

Overview 

The 5-day course, including a field trip day, will focus on 
climate-smart agriculture practices through land-water 
management. The course will explore the triple wins of 
CSA – food security, climate adaptation and mitigation. 
The course will feature case studies, interactive 
exercises and innovative learning experiences.

 Gain practical knowledge in CSA policies and practices, 
as well as landscape management approaches, especially 
water- land management, and 
 Integrate some of the learning modules & materials into 
their academic curriculum or apply the gained knowledge 
in their work, decision-making and development projects. 
 

Participants  

The course will target 25-30 participants, which will include 
trainers, educators, and professionals who work at 
universities, local training institutions in the region of 
Eastern and Southern Africa, and who deal with climate 
change issues in agriculture, land and water. Participants 
who come from government agencies and ministries of 
agriculture, water resources and forestry in the region are 
welcome.  Participants from others sub-regions are also 
welcome, should space allow. 
 

 
 

Funding 

It is expected that travel costs for participants from the 
region will come from AICAD, JICA and through the 
development projects that participants are associated with.  
AICAD will cover logistic expenditures – meals and 
accommodation, and local transport to/from Nairobi airport.  
Participants from others regions will need to cover their 
own travel costs.

The course will be held at AICAD headquarters, 
outside the city of Nairobi, Kenya, where participants 
are expected to stay for the duration of the course.
